NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Essex County Council intends, not less than seven days from the date of this notice, to make the above Order under section 14(1) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

EFFECT OF THE ORDER: To temporarily close the following lengths of road in Harlow:

	A414 Fifth Avenue
	From its junction with A1169 Elizabeth Way (Burnt Mill Roundabout), to its junction with Eastwick Road Roundabout. 



	Burnt Mill Lane
	From a point approximately 200 metres east of its junction with A414 Fifth Avenue, northeast, for a distance of approximately 100 metres.


The closures are scheduled to commence on 23 July 2010 for 4 days, weather permitting, or where appropriate signs are showing, and are required for the safety of the public and workforce while resurfacing, re-waterproofing and bridge joint replacement works are undertaken at Burnt Mill River Stort and Burnt Mill Stort Canal Bridges. 

Burnt Mill Lane is likely to be used as a cut through while A414 Fifth Avenue is closed; Essex County Council has decided to Close Burnt Mill Lane to prevent serious damage to the road and weight restricted bridge.
Access for emergency vehicles and pedestrians will be maintained at all times during the closure. 

The alternative route will be via A414 Fifth Avenue and Edinburgh Way, A1184 Cambridge Road and Harlow Road, High Wych Road, Eastwick Road and vice versa. 
The Order will come into effect on 23 July 2010 and may continue in force for 18 months or until the works have been completed, whichever is the earlier.
